He’s going to speak to us for 
10 minutes.  Afterwards, he will stay and be available for 
questions about microcredit for those of you who would like to 
stay, to learn more about it.

Dick Rewey:  “It was 39 years ago, tomorrow, I married a 
beautiful psychologist who seemed to be smarter than me.  

And now, 39 years later, she still is.” 
Jay Carpender:  “It was 119 years ago, today, 10 

July 1890, that the state of Wyoming was born.”  [And, it was 
140 years ago, in 1869, in the Wyoming Territory, that 
women’s suffrage was approved...first in the nation.  Then, in 
1924, Nellie Tayloe Ross was elected the first female gover-
nor in the U.S.  Quite a record for a state that had more 
pronghorns than people.] 

President David next intro-
duced George Maybee, from the 
Commerce City Rotary Club who 
had a few words for us. 

George began with a reminder 
that he spoke to us about his topic 
a couple of years ago [Actually, it 
was on 13 April 2007 and he had 
on the same good looking shirt.]. 

“I wanted to come and thank 
you for participating with us in a 
prior district simplified grant, the 
second grant of three.” 

George went on to describe 
the Christmas Island Project that has been organized into five 
different phases to provide basic health care, safe drinking 
water, visiting doctor clinics, integrated cooking, and assis-
tance to the local education system.  There have been multi-
ple agencies that have helped in the effort primarily to pro-
vide shipping support for transporting the needed items.   

An interesting transportation source was provided by 
NCAR (National Center for Atmospheric Research) in Boul-
der, CO.  They had been involved in an atmospheric study on 
Christmas Island that was completed at approximately the 
same time that a load of Christmas Island cargo had been 
assembled for transport to the island.  An empty USAF C-17 
Globemaster was to be sent to the island to pick up the 
NCAR equipment for return to the U.S.  The Friends of 
Christmas Island were able to arrange for the C-17 to pick up 
the cargo for transport to the island and then complete its 
original mission of returning the NCAR equipment to the 
U.S.  The partnership helped to transport the equipment nec-
essary for a future visiting doctor clinic with dental, vision, 
pediatric, and OB/GYN general health care.   

“The Commerce City Rotary Club is now working on a 
$35,000 matching grant from Rotary International.  We invite 
you to consider joining us again in support of a brand new 
Rotary Club, the Rotary Club of Kiribati, chartered on 23 
August 2008.” 

President David continued with our program for the day 
by informing us that “For this week’s meeting, we’re going to 
change things up a bit.  We’re not going to have our tradi-
tional speaker as we’ve done in the past.  I asked each com-
mittee chair to tell us a little about what each committee does, 
what they have done and what they plan to do for the coming 
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are welcome to come and bring any ideas you may have 
for funding or hands on projects or hopefully a combina-
tion of both.” 

President David commented that Doug really “hit the 
nail on the head” when he mentioned projects that individual 
members may believe to be important.  The best recent exam-
ple of this type is the recent wheelchair project that Carl 
Gardner organized and implemented for recipients in Costa 
Rica in conjunction with one of the local Rotary clubs.  If 
there is an activity or service that you believe in strongly, let 
us know about it.  It might be a genuine winner in the worth-
while department. 

“Next, Michael Haviland and the International Commit-
tee.” 

 

INTERNATIONAL  COMMITTEE 
 

Michael Haviland began with the revelation that “This club, 
from its founding, has been involved in international pro-

grams.  I obtained this informa-
tion from our website and other 
sources and many individual 
members have been involved.  I 
was very impressed when I 
learned all about all the various 
projects that have gone on.  My 
hope is that everyone who is in-
terested in international programs 
and wants to spend some time, or 
get involved with it this year, will 
do that.  We will be holding some 
regular meetings and any mem-
ber will be welcome to attend. 

“To start, I want to thank Dick Rewey for all the work he 
did this past year in both developing and keeping the interna-
tional programs moving along.  Also, he’s agreed to continue 
serving on the committee.  Also, Artem Guralev is going to 
be given a number of assignments by me that he doesn’t know 
about yet, but soon will.   

“Most of you are familiar with the ongoing projects so I’ll 
be treating them very briefly.  They’re certainly good and 
have been improving over time.  OK, what are they? 

· The medical student internship program. 
· David has already mentioned the very successful Costa 

Rica wheelchair project.  What impressed me about that 
was the number of members who went to Costa Rica and 
participated in the presentations to severely handicapped 
individuals. 

· Obviously, judging from the comments made this morn-
ing, there is a great deal of international interest in the 
club.  It’s the kind of program in which we are involved. 

· David sent an email to the U’Hills membership covering 
the participation this club will have in a potable water 
project in Kenya.  Potable water is one of the Rotary 
International major interest areas.  They’re pleased to be 
participating in this kind of project. 

· John Lawton has been involved, for a number of years, 
in microcredit matters.  I’ve been involved in develop-
ment for most of my career and I know of very few de-

year.  It’s a kind of ‘get to know us’ Rotary meeting.  We’ll get 
things started with Doug Dixon with: 
 

COMMUNITY SERVICE. 
 

Doug Dixon prefaced his remarks with the information that, 
“Most of you know what we do already, but we have some new 

members who might be interested 
in the activities of the Community 
Service Committee. 
      “The committee is involved in 
projects—in Mike Hitchcock’s 
words—right here in River City.  
We try to do things locally in line 
with the motto Service Above 
Self.  Our emphasis is on projects 
that basically serve youth.  Pro-
jects have evolved over time and 
we’re trying to get to more of a 
‘hands on’ type of arrangement 
where we’re not just giving money 

that goes into a general fund and loses its identity.  We’re giv-
ing money to specific projects that have measurable results and, 
hopefully, that have Rotarians participating in that project. 

“We are also doing more projects with other Rotary clubs.  
George Maybee just mentioned the simplified grant.  Our basic 
funds come from the annual golf tournament but we can also 
obtain matching funds from our District [District 5450] for pro-
jects that meet certain criteria.  In general, they must be one 
time activities, non-repetitive type projects.  We’ve done that, 
but so far, with other clubs. 

“Lowell Palmquist came up with the project concerning 
the Rotary Four Way Test with West Middle School—just east 
of us here on Belleview.  It’s very little out of pocket cost but 
has a large impact for the time spent with WMS kids. 

“We were also involved with the 9Health Fair this year.  
No out of pocket costs there. 

“Jim MacDermott, every year, ramrods the Excelsior 
Youth Science Fair project.  We have member participation in 
that. 

Dave Henninger manages Zoo Day, an outing with kids, 
usually handicapped to some degree, at the Denver Zoo.  It’s 
been an annual event for the last 19 years, ever since 1990.  We 
all go over and have lunch with the kids after they’ve worn us 
out looking at all the animals and exhibits. 

“Then we have other members who head various projects.  
Stan Love handles our book drive every year. 

“Bill Collier uses his pickup truck as a means of collecting 
clothing and other sundry items for a couple of local charities.  
It started as a clothing drive but has evolved into a daily use 
commodity drive.  Clothing is OK, but what they really need 
are items used in just getting through the day...concentrated 
soap for washing clothes, toiletries, and various items used at 
meals such as paper napkins etc. 

“Dave McKinley is our contact with Sacred Heart House 
and some of their needs.  The last project was rebuilding the 
playground; hugely appreciated.  In that one, we also used Bill 
Collier’s truck to haul away a bunch of gravel. 

“We’re having a meeting next week, here, at 11:00 am.  All

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It’s something we encourage. 
“We want to promote a fair workplace environment 

and we want to raise vocational awareness through the devel-
opment of projects to help members of all classifications con-
sistent with vocational talents. 

“The goals that we have for vocational service—Steven 
Whisenhunt and Alan Coldwell have volunteered to help 
with this—is that we want to schedule vocational or classifi-
cation talks twice a month throughout the Rotary year.   

“I know a lot of times you see someone up here giving a 
vocational talk and there are vocational talks and then there 
are vocational talks.  Some fit the parameters and some don’t.  
And, the parameters aren’t new.  They were established long, 
long ago by one of our more vital...and strict...early (RY 
1987) presidents, Loy Dickinson.  And, if you deviated from 

any of his vocational talk criteria by the 
smallest of deviational measurements, 
you heard about it from Loy.  So, when 
we ask you to speak in front of the club, 
what we’re trying to do is to have you, 
as a Rotarian, focus on your vocation 
and your classification so that other 
members have a better understanding of 
what you do.  Here’s a summary of 
what your talk should include: 
· Information about your vocational 
and personal interests and those of your 

family. 
· Talk should not exceed seven minutes.  Not 7:00:01 

minutes, but 7:00:00.  That’s a liberalization of Loy’s 
max length.  His was 4:00:00.  If you went to 4:00:01, 
you were out of there. 

· Emphasis of your talk should include information about 
your volunteer interests. 

“Four times per year—this last year I only scheduled 
three times—we honor some of our Rotarians who are de-
ceased.  We have several awards in this club named after 
people.  But, three-fourths or half the club don’t know who 
these people are.  The in one ear and out the other phenome-
non.  This last year we recognized E. Brent Hobson, Loy 
Dickinson, and Bob Tapp for Barney Smith and his ware-
houses full of vintage cars.  At the golf tournament every 
year we have the Barney Smith sponsorship.  We had Les 
Bivens’ widow and son-in-law and his son who spoke about 
Les’ impact on society.  This next year I would like to focus 
on George Ensign.  His death was fairly recent and most of 
the members still remember him. 

September 18 is Rotation Day.  On this day, we visit 
members’ places of business or avocation and learn more 
about what they do at the work place or place of interest. 

“The other thing is that Paul Bauer has done an excep-
tional job with DU students.  When he has encountered a 
need of a student, to learn more about a specific profession or 
interest, Paul is hooking you up with students to help with 
some mentoring and coaching.   

“And, if a member is in need of something beyond the 
typical, we have a very confidential program called the 
MOMS program, Member On Members Service.  It does 
outreach on members who are going through difficulties in 

velopment programs that have had more impact than mi-
crocredit.  In most developing countries, it’s impossible 
for an average person to put together a hundred bucks.  
That’s just an amount of money that they will never see, 
at one point, at one time, that they could invest in a busi-
ness opportunity.  The microcredit movement has grown 
dramatically and we hope to have an increasing role with 
that initiative.  We’ll hear about more projects as time 
goes on. 

“We will have regular meetings, four or five during the 
year and also shorter meetings during the year to update events 
of that nature. 

“One of the things that might be useful is to assemble a 
summary of all the projects, current and past, in which the club 
has been involved.  Right now, on the web site, they are listed 
in a number of places and I’m sure that 
individuals have files about international 
projects that may have been completed, or 
forgotten, or could be useful.  I’d like to 
see on our website under an easier to find 
heading, in one place, a listing and discus-
sion of all the current international pro-
jects, the contacts we have around the 
world, etc. 

 

VOCATIONAL  SERVICE 
 

David Henninger, Vocational Ser-
vice chair began his talk with some general remarks.  “It’s very 
easy to understand, in a general way, the community services, 
international services, fellowship, programs, and other commit-
tees and groups we have at U’Hills.  But a service that is more 
vague, a little more subtle, is vocational services.  This will be 
my second year as the Director of Vocational Services and it’s 
really close to the heart of Rotary in a lot of ways.  There is 
overlap with Community Service, and with International Ser-
vice.  But, Vocational Service focuses on adherence to and pro-
motion of the highest ethical 
standards in all occupations, 
including fair treatment of em-
ployers, employees, associates, 
competitors, and the public.   

“It’s also the recognition 
of the worthiness of all useful 
occupations.  Not just your 
own, or those that are pursued 
by Rotarians, but useful occu-
pations in general, and the con-
tribution of your vocational 
talents to problems and needs 
of society.  It’s all about every-
one in this club that has a classification and it’s honoring and 
respecting your classification..[Now that, friends, is quite a 
functional statement.].   

“The purview of the committee is to cover a wide range, 
from individuals to the club, to the workplace, to the commu-
nity.  The role of our club is to increase employment opportuni-
ties in the community.  Oftentimes, we have someone who is 
going through a transition from one job to another.  In these 
cases, Rotarians reach out and try to help with that situation.  
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their lives. 
“Here comes David with the hook, so this gives you a little 

feel for vocational service.  Thank you very much.” 
 

YOUTH SERVICES 
 

Tom Murphy is chairing this committee again, this year.  
And, his picture here is from the archives.  It’s of Tom, on 
12/12/2008, during one of his 
better performances.  The one 
taken during today’s meeting 
didn’t make the cut.  So, here’s 
Tom and his revelations on 
what the Youth Services Com-
mittee is all about: 

“One of our goals is to 
have fun.  And, I believe our 
committee is the best one to 
have fun with.  Everybody else 
is helping everybody else.  
We’re basically enjoying each 
other and the kids we work 
with in West Middle School.  Youth Services...Student of the 
Month.  Everyone has seen them.  We need people to help us 
interview the kids that the school tells us are great students.  It’s 
wonderful. 

“The Four Way Test, sponsored by Lowell Palmquist, also 
goes over to West Middle School.  A lot of you have been in-
volved in that.  We have mentoring groups of six or seven at 
each table.  We must have had about 50 kids participating in the 
discussions.  We did sixth graders last year and they’re going to 
help us move on this year. 

“RYLA (Rotary Youth Leadership Awards), with the help 
of Helen Hempel, is an active program for Senior and Junior 
RYLA.  We sponsor three or four people to attend the leader-
ship camps.  They’re at Estes Park and Larkspur. 

“We’ve worked with Children’s Hospital in the past and 
with DU hockey.  If we can get enough people to help this year 
we can also go back to DU hockey because it’s a little embar-
rassing to say we’ll help and then not have people show up. 

“So, Youth Services is a wonderful activity, it’s enjoyable 
and I have all your names and numbers and I’ll be contacting 
you so that we’ll all get involved next year.” 

 
FELLOWSHIP  

  

Marvin Hersh  and Jeff Stotler .  Marvin led off with the 
confession, “First, I had to learn what fellowship is.”  He found 
out that “Fellowship is the condition of sharing similar inter-
ests, ideals, or experiences by reason of profession, religion, or 
nationality.  It’s also the companionship of individuals in a con-
genial atmosphere on equal terms.  It’s friendship, it’s comrade-
ship, and it’s family.  And, I think that’s also the definition of 
Rotary, right?  That’s what we’re all about.  But, what we do in 
Fellowship is to have parties (Stotler, “Yeah!”).  So, we are the 
light hearted folks.  Last year was my first effort at bringing 
together the Christmas Party when someone came to me and 
said ‘Let’s have a Christmas Party’.  So, we had a Christmas 
Party.  And, that party we had with Englewood was an opportu-

nity to get to know people from different organizations, 
different mind sets perhaps, but still with something in 
common, the community of Rotary.  We’ll continue that.   

“We will have a Christmas Party this year.  It will be the 
same venue.  It will not be the same Christmas Party.  It will 
be better than last year. 

“We’re looking at other possibilities, Oktober Fest for 
example.  We also had a Valentine’s Day party last year, 
might work this year also.  Another thing we might look at is 
a Mardi Gras party.  We’d like to have your suggestions on 
what we might do.  The importance of the parties is simply 
this:  They aren’t just to have fun.  They are opportunities to 
communicate with people with like interests over three or 
four hours.  We come here, we talk for 10 minutes, listen to 
someone else talk for 30 minutes, then we leave.  A party 
gives us the opportunity to know each other, meet together, 
invite our families. 
 

MEETING PROGRAMS 
 

Tom Benson had some handouts containing the pro-
grams for the next several months.  The listing on page 1 of 
this newsletter is a summary, taken from his program listing, 
for the next six or seven weeks. Said Tom:  “Our goal on 
programs is to provide you the best possible speakers every 
week.  No exceptions.  We do this in one of several ways.  
We go after speakers, we go after programs, or for members 
bringing a program.  We have only one selection criterion.  It 
must be a program you would die for.  We only want that 
quality type program.  Often, we get programs suggested to 
us or we are contacted by someone who wants to be on the 
program.  Usually, that doesn’t work out.  They have an 
agenda, they’re trying to sell something. 

“One of the things we found out, just recently, that one 
of our own members, who had a terrific, individual experi-
ence that we had not known about before.  Col. Phil Beaver 
was in the Pentagon on 9/11 when the Boeing 757 came in 
his section of the building.  The fireball came up by his wall 
and window.  He will tell us about this on 25 September. 

“So, keep you eyes and ears open and if you see some-
thing you think would be a good program, tell us. 

 

U’HILLS  FOUNDATION 
 

Fred Cron is our Foundation Chair this year.  Fred told 
us that he’s been looking through the records after he re-
ceived them about 10 days ago and thought we might be in-
terested in some total figures regarding what this club has 
done over the years.  There have been 266 donations for Paul 
Harris fellowships.  We have 12 benefactors (eligibility 
comes with 10 Paul Harris fellows) for a total contribution of 
$359,432.  For a club this size, I think that it is an outstanding 
record.  Our local foundation, the E. Brent Hobson fellow-
ship, has had 19 contributors for a total of $126,994.   

“As for the scholarships we’ve awarded from the E. 
Brent Hobson foundation, we’ve granted them to four recipi-
ents, a total of six educational scholarships, for $18,000. 

“The scholarships were started about 13 years ago when 
Bill Rector was our president and he has continued as admin-
istrator of our educational scholarships since that time.  We

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waited until we had $100,000 in 
the E. Brent Hobson fund before 
granting any scholarships.  They 
have gone to those individuals who 
have math or science as their ma-
jors. 
      “So, in total, the U’Hills Ro-
tary Club has contributed almost 
half a million dollars ($486,426) to 
both foundations, Paul Harris and 
E. Brent Hobson.  And, that’s a 
record to be proud of.” 
President David next introduced 
our Public Relations Chair, Gus 

Achey.  Gus was very brief in his comments:  “I am the Public-
ity Committee, otherwise known as the Bragging Committee.  
Jim MacDermott has given me several resources to use and let 
me say that ‘it ain’t braggin’ if you done it’.  So, let me know if 
you have something you need publicity on.  I’ll be keeping an 
eye out for those kinds of things as well.” 

Our last chair was Alan Coldwell, of the Membership 
Committee:  Alan began his talk with, “I’d like to congratulate 
Jerry Regan for continuing the momentum in our efforts to 
increase membership.   

“This past half hour, you’ve been listening to the culture of 
the University Hills Rotary Club.  A few years ago, I was asked 
to become involved in membership and with the full support of 
the Board, we said that what we wanted to do was to continue 
the culture of the Club.  How have we done, guys?  (applause 
for the success of the membership program) 

“I have a couple of things to talk about.  First, we have a 
mission to continue to increase our active membership.  Our 
goal this year is a membership of 80 active members.  We have 
more than 80 members at the present time but there are some 
senior members who attend the meetings periodically, where 
they’re always welcome, but they’re not really fully active. 

“I’m a fan of mnemonics and have one for RY 2010 that 
you can use to remember what we want to do in membership.  
The mnemonic is ROAR, as in lion’s roar, that you can help me 
with this year in membership: 

R = Recruit 
O = Orientation 
A = Activate 
R = Retain 
“And that summarizes what we want to do, as a club, to

So, Bud closed out the meeting and we all sat back with 
the realization that, all told, we’d heard a great summary of 
how the U’Hills Rotary Club keeps itself involved in response 
to the motto, “Service Above Self.” 

President David  had a very appropriate thought for the 
first meeting of a new Rotary Year:  RY 2010.
