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that in the United States?”).  He was chair of the Honor 
Code, had his own show on the campus radio station.  
He went into the Peace Corps in Colombia and then to law 
school at the University of California at Berkeley.  He came 
to Denver and clerked for Judge William Doyle, Federal 
Court.  He worked for the EPA, the State Attorney Gen-
eral’s office.  In 1996, Gov. Romer appointed him to Colo-
rado Supreme Court.  He will speak today regarding Presi-
dent Lincoln.  Greg Hobbs? 

Greg Hobbs:  “Thanks for the introduction and what a 
great topic.  We’ve just completed the bi-centennial of Lin-
coln’s birth and we’re right up against his birthday [12 
Feb].  I’m going to speak about this great leader today who 
came from Kentucky and then Indiana and Illinois of 
course...a self taught, self made man.  How many have 
books about Lincoln, raise your hand [just about unani-
mous].  Here are two of my favorites, (1). Lincoln at Gettys-
burg, The Words That Remade America, Gary Wills: terri-
fic, and (2). Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address, Echoes of the 
Bible and the Book of Common Prayer.   

“He taught himself, had little formal schooling, became 
one of the great orators of his day because he had a lot of 
common sense and horse sense.  And, of course, that’s the 
way they got around in his day.  There’s nothing wrong 
with a little horse sense because I think that is what the law 
is, and should be, based on...the law being the framework of 
the customs and values of the people and how we determine 
to govern ourselves.   

“So, what was Lincoln’s primary proposition?  The 
Declaration of Independence held what our nation aspired 
to:  that all men are created equal and are entitled to life, 
liberty, and the pursuit of happiness.  That was in the Decla-
ration.  But, those words do not appear in the Constitution.  
The Constitution, obviously, did not view all men as being 
created equal.   

“Now, Lincoln was a one term congressman, 1847-
1849.  Do you recall how he got voted out?  He opposed the 
Mexican-American War.  He thought it was unjust and he 
talked on the floor of the House against it, condemning 
President Polk.  Thank God for the first amendment, right?  
So, he was voted out because his views weren’t popular.  
This was the age of Manifest Destiny and a lot of people 
thought that ‘from sea to shining sea’ had a nice ring to it. 

“Then in the Mexican-American War, we annexed 40% 
of Mexico.  Why did Lincoln consider the Mexican-
American War unjust?  Because he feared there was a great 
slave conspiracy to add territory into which slavery could 
expand.  Anyway, he gets thrown out by his own party in 
Illinois because acquiring the territory of the west was a 
great cause of the time.  This just indicates the man’s princi-
ples when he took a stand.   

“Slavery was imbedded in the Constitution, but in the 
1820 Missouri Compromise, it was decided, by Congress, 
that those states that didn’t have slavery would be the free 
states and slavery would be confined to the original states 
that had it.  In 1854, as manifest destiny is taking us to the 
west, remember what else happened.  The 1848 Treaty of

Tom Benson:  “I had a birthday in January (actually, it 
was 9 January) and I’m glad to celebrate the occasion.” 

Duer announced that he has four more minutes to go, so 
might as well make some money for the Service Fund. 

Jim MacDermott:  “Actually, I have some good news 
and bad news.  The bad news is that the girl who was the cap-
tain of my granddaughter’s basketball team in high school tore 
up her knee at a game last week and is gone for the rest of the 
year.  But, the good news is that my second granddaughter was 
named captain to replace her.”  Whoops!  Well, great, Jim. 

Marvin Hersh:  “This is Marvin down in the lower level 
(this is for the information of those in the upper level who 
can’t see around the corner and down the stairs to where 
Marvin was, mike in hand.)  I have some good news.  We only 
have exactly 11 months left before the next Christmas Party.  
This time it’s going to be on a Saturday so we can stay up late 
and have a good time...Saturday, 4 December 2010, again at 
the Phipps Mansion.  We’ll have a whole new exciting pro-
gram, different than last year.” 

Paul Egan:  “I wanted to recognize Bill Eck over here.  
We’re both active in the philanthropic community, both in 
Rotary, both live in Wheatridge, our kids were at the same 
pool last year and in Wheatridge rec center swim lessons.  It’s 
funny when two guys who live in Wheatridge can’t find a Ro-
tary Club closer to where they live...Bill is in the Denver 
Southeast club and I’m a member here at University Hills.  
Just wanted to say Hi to Bill Eck over there.” 

Tom Benson introduced our speaker today, Justice Greg-
ory Hobbs, Colorado Supreme Court.  “I’m really pleased 
today to be able to present Gregg Hobbs, Justice on the Colo-
rado Supreme Court.  In case you’re curious as to what appel-
late court judges do, imagine yourself watching a battlefield 
on which all the participants have exhausted themselves in the 
battle.  The appellate judges are the ones who sit above the 
field and then shoot the survivors.  We’re really pleased that 

Greg has been able to come 
today.   
      “He was born in Gaines-
ville, FL.  His father was in 
the military so he went to a lot 
of places for schools includ-
ing San Antonio, TX, where 
he graduated from the Central 
Catholic High School.  Then, 
he went on to Notre Dame 
where he graduated magna 
cum laude.  And, in case you 
are curious, it is the finest 
undergraduate institution in 
the United States (uproar and 
a comment, “Notre Dame...is 
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Gregory Hobbs 
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“The 13th Amendment is the Abolition of Slaves.  
The 14th Amendment is due process and equal protec-
tion.  The 15th Amendment is the right to vote regard-
less of your prior condition of servitude or race...the three 
great Civil War amendments that fundamentally changed 
the Constitution. 

“The Plessy vs. Ferguson Supreme Court decision, in 
1896, said ‘separate but equal’ is OK.  They can have 
schooling but not in our schools.  Does that sound like all 
men are created equal?  Well, yeah.  You’re equal—as long 
as you’re separate. 

“But we, as a society, do not change just because the 
law changes.  Supreme Court decisions are on a case by 
case basis over time.  So, in some way the Court catches up 
with the changing customs and values of the people.  I 
would argue that it took another couple of wars to realize 
that those who weren’t white anglo-saxon males who fought 
in WWi and WWii can finally go to public schools.  So, by 
1954, a unanimous Supreme Court is saying ‘separate but 
equal’ means only separate and will never be equal. 

“A couple of passages from the Gary Wills book I’d 
like to share with you.  This is the great thing about this 
leader and how the Book of Common Prayer and the Bible 
make their ways into the Gettysburg Address.   

“The great orator of the day, Edward Everett, stood up 
at the battlefield and orated for two and a half hours.  Lin-
coln got up, said a few words (260 of them) and sat down 1 
some papers reported.  His subject was no less than the 
great subjects of: 

 

• Birth (the Declaration of Independence).  
• Death (the battles that were fought between North and 

South).  
• Resurrection (The living and the dead of both sides.) 
 

He doesn’t just consecrate the battlefield to the Union vic-
tors at Gettysburg.  He consecrates it to all Americans who 
died on the battlefield.  And, then he summons up the dead 
to stand with the living for justice and a new birth of free-
dom.  

“Listen to how he put this together...the cadence of the 
language, the great ideas of the Declaration, now being em-
bodied in the vision of the Constitution as a living docu-
ment that actively pursues the equality of all people. 

 

Four score and seven years ago (What’s that?  Is he talking 
about the Constitution?  No, the 87 years he’s talking about go back 
to the signing of the Declaration of Independence.) our fathers 
brought forth on this continent a new nation, conceived in 
liberty and dedicated to the proposition (What proposition?  That 
all men are created equal.) that “all men are created equal.”   

Now we are engaged in a great civil war, testing whether that 
nation (Now, here is where he expands to the universal theme) or 
any nation so conceived and so dedicated can long endure.  
We are met on a great battle field of that war.  We have 
come to dedicate a portion of it as a final resting place for 
those who here gave their lives that the nation might live.  It 
is altogether fitting and proper that we should do this. (The 

Guadeloupe-Hidalgo brought in the whole southwest of Cali-
fornia.  The 1846 Oregon Treaty brought in the northwest.   

“So, here’s all this territory.  Is it going to be slave or 
free?  In 1854, Stephen Douglas, the senator from Illinois, 
Lincoln’s great rival, introduces and gets passed the 1854 
Kansas-Nebraska Act.  It says that the settlers in any given 
territory can determine whether they want to be slave or free.  
That act repeals the Missouri Compromise.  

“Then along comes the Dred Scott Decision of the U. S. 
Supreme Court in 1857.  In this case the Supreme Court rules 
unconstitutional the Kansas-Nebraska Act and the Missouri 
Compromise.  Why?  Because slaves were property and a citi-
zen of the United States has the right to take his property any-
where within the United States.  Therefore, there is no such 
thing as a state that could recognize free blacks.   

“When we read the Dred Scott Decision, we’re actually 
horrified, as we should be, but times do change.  The Hebrew 
Bible, and the literature of all people talk about the first four 
justice and fairness.  I just heard that in your induction cere-
mony, the Four Way Test.  The words ‘service’ and ‘fair’ were 
in there.  And the commitment that it takes is a daily, weekly, 
monthly, yearly, life time dedication.   

“The Dred Scott Decision says that a black person born 
into slavery can never be a U.S. citizen.  And it then says that 
the founders of our country, those who adopted the Declara-
tion of Independence, could not mean that the phrase ‘All men 
are created equal’ includes slaves because obviously they 
knew that they were slaves.  The Supreme Court is saying that 
back in the days of the founding fathers, there were slaves and 
there were free people.  Slaves can never become citizens and 
so the founders must have meant that ‘all men are created 
equal’ didn’t really mean what it says.  Well, now...totally 
shocking.  All men are created equal except some men?   

“So, along comes the Civil War.  Lincoln is elected and 
some wondered how that happened.  The Republican Party in 
1860 didn’t run on the abolition of slavery issue.  The planks 
in the party’s platform included three very good acts, actually 
passed in the Union Congress in 1862: 

1. The Homestead Act of 1862 allowed you to go into the 
surveyed part of the public domain.  If you lived there 
five years, you got title to 160 acres. 

2. The Railroad Act of 1862 authorized and funded the 
trans-continental railroad. 

3. The Land Grant Act of 1862.  Every state got a land 
grant college, ours being CSU.   

“Lincoln was pledged, as you know, to the Union.  His 
first goal was to hold the Union together.  And the story about 
how this turned into freeing the slaves is a very interesting 
one.   

“It happened this way.  He was a constitutional scholar 
and did not think, absent an amendment to the Constitution, 
that he could free the slaves.  But, what he could do, as Com-
mander in Chief, while putting down a rebellion, the southern 
rebellion, was to confiscate their property, so they couldn’t 
make war.  OK, think about what the south’s most valuable 
property was.  Right, the slaves.  So, the Emancipation Procla-
mation freed the slaves in the rebellious states of the south, not 
in the border states that stayed in the Union like Kentucky or 
Maryland. 

1  The Wikipedia article on the Gettysburg Address reveals that for 
his part, Everett was deeply impressed by Lincoln’s concise speech 
and wrote to Lincoln noting "I should be glad if I could flatter myself 
that I came as near to the central idea of the occasion, in two hours, 
as you did in two minutes."

’fitting and proper’ comes from the Book of Common Prayer.) But, in 
a larger sense, we can not dedicate—we can not conse-
crate—we can not hallow, this ground.  (This is a man speaking 
of a sacred task.)  The brave men, living and dead, who strug-
gled here, have hallowed it, far above our poor power to add 
or detract. (Who were these men?  The North and South.  Lincoln 
never let go the idea that regardless of the rebellion, we were all part 
of the same nation.)  The world will little note, nor long remem-
ber what we say here; while it can never forget what they did 
here. 
 

It is rather for us to be here dedicated to the great task re-
maining before us—that from these honored dead, we take 
increased devotion to that cause for which they gave their last 
full measure of devotion—that we here highly resolve these 
dead (he then surveyed the entire battlefield) shall not have died in 
vain; that this nation, under God, shall have a new birth of 
freedom, and that government of the people, by the people, 
for the people shall not perish from the earth. (so, the new birth 
of freedom is the Civil War amendments that incorporated the Declara-
tion of Independence into the Constitution.) 
 

The Bill of Rights, remember, were adopted as a result of 
the ratification debate where these fundamental rights of 
Americans were not written into the Constitution.  There 
were some of the states that did not want to ratify until there 
was a promise of a bill of rights.   

“The Bill of Rights included the first 
amendment, that separates church and state, 
then respects the establishment of any type of 
religious thought or belief.  It protects against 
the government establishing a single religion.  
It also gives the right to petition, freedom of 
speech, freedom of press.  All of this is writ-
ten into just one clause.  But, the whole his-
tory of humanity in its search for justice de-
pends on the right of free speech, protected by government 
without strife between the various faiths.   

“So, lets remember that the Civil War amendments did 
fundamentally change our Constitution from what was in it 
originally.  Does that mean that judges can run amuck?  No, 
that’s not what it means.  It means that Congress has the 
right to legislate, that the courts must stand back and allow 
the separation of powers to work but also enforce the law 
and interpret it when there is ambiguity.   

“Now, I had a great poetry professor at Notre Dame, 
Joseph Duffy.  I learned my love for language and poetry 
from him.  So, I’m going to recite a poem I’ve written that’s 
in celebration of the first amendment and then I’ll take ques-
tions.  The poem is: 

 

I AM THE FIRST AMENDMENT 
 

[Your editor realizes that there are those among us who are 
not big fans of poetry.  And, there are those who are.  For 
the latter, there is a separate attachment to this newsletter 
that includes Justice Hobbs’ poem.]   

For those non-fans, read on.  The Q&A segment of our 
meetings usually contain some of the best information of the 
entire talks.  It brings out what’s going on in our minds, 
awakened by the opportunity to query an expert in the field 
he or she represents.   

 

Questions:  The questions from Jay Carpender, Martha Diss 
Sundby, and Phil Beaver all pertained to the recent Supreme 
Court decision that rolled back restrictions on corporate 

spending in federal campaigns.  The general content of 
Justice Hobbs’ answer was as follows:  

Answer:  “First of all, what is true is that all the rest of 
us are bound by the decision...the judges are bound by it 
because they, the Supreme Court interpreted the First 
Amendment as basically extending the freedom to support 
or oppose a candidate to corporations...something that has 
been prohibited for 100 years or so...as long as the source 
and amount is disclosed.  It affects those parts of the 
McCain-Feingold Act that conflict with the Supreme Court 
decision.   

“It wouldn’t be right for me to give my personal view 
of it.  That is the law of the first amendment and it’s going 
to have some profound effects.  The freedoms in the first 
amendment have, in the past, been individual rights.  This 
Supreme Court ruling extends those rights to corporations, 
with certain disclosure requirements that define the source 
and amounts contributed.” 

Question (Beaver):  (Paraphrased by Hobbs)  “What 
effect might this decision have on future cases?” 

Answer:  “Believe me, others are looking at the same 
question.  The Supreme Court upheld the ban 
of corporations contributing to political can-
didates.  But, let’s be clear about what it did 
and didn’t do.  Corporations can spend 
money taking a stand.  They still can’t turn 
money over to an individual candidate but I 
expect that the ideas of the first amendment 
engaged in this recent decision will lead to 
challenges of the existing laws that prohibit 
direct corporate contributions to candidates.  

We will probably see a wave of cases working that out.   
“Remember what this was.  It was about Hillary Clin-

ton funded by a corporation.  But, they didn’t say that it 
will always be constitutional for money going directly from 
corporations to candidates.  I do expect that we will see 
litigation on this and it would be improper for me to talk 
about it.” 

Question (Sundby):  “Would you comment on the 
recent event in which a person was kicked out of a cam-
paign rally because of the bumper sticker on her car?” 

Answer:  “Was the person kicked out of a campaign 
rally?  This was a political party campaign rally?  And, the 
person had an anti-party bumper sticker?  I guess I’d better 
not comment on that.  We might see that case in the future.  
You can’t have, under the Constitution, time, place, and 
manner restrictions on the exercise of the first amendment. 

“To be able to voice yourself and petition government, 
you should be able to get together with those who agree 
with you and be able to state your case without being in-
timidated or arguably drowned out by those who don’t like 
your speech.  These are somewhat dicey situations.  The 
way it’s set up, you can take your group and go protest but 
do we really want these groups fighting it out on the street?
